NAME OF THE ASSOCIATION

Oklahoma / Kansas State Swing Dance Associaticre#iter referred to as OKSSDA.

PURPOSE OF THE ASSOCIATION

A.

To preserve and promote, while maintaining the attaristic style of the dance commonly
called the "Swing".

. To administer the Articles of Association for thelerly conduct to be followed during these

functions so that they run without confusion, tlgrenaking for a more harmonious meeting.

. To promote friendly dance contests for the purpidsemproving the quality of the dance.

. To maintain a Board of Supervisors to oversee tleness of the Association.

BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

A.

Three (3) elected supervisors (delegates) from elthshall serve for a term as specified by
their respective club.

The Host Club shall be responsible for electingleghate who shall act as presiding officer and
have the chairmanship for any meeting held prigh&contest they are to host. Board meetings
will be called by the Host Club for the upcomingtests.

. The Chairman shall appoint an Official Secretartatee minutes and a Sergeant- At-Arms who

will maintain order and see that Roberts' Rule®xfer are followed.

Parliamentary Authority Roberts' Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shalti@authority for all
matters of procedure not specifically covered leyAltticles.

. Amendments Any revision and/or new amendments must beaauy two-thirds (2/3)

majority vote of the delegates preseiith at least two-thirds (2/3) of the member clyplssent.

The Board of Supervisors shall interpret and adstenithe Articles of Association that have
been approved by the member clubs. They also stedé recommendations for changes in the
Articles for approval by the Board of Supervisors.

. Other state, regional or national association rshedl not govern the OKLAHOMA KANSAS

STATE SWING DANCE ASSOCIATION. Only OKSSDA by-lawguidelines and rules shall
apply to members of this association.

. Meetings
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OKSSDA Articles of Association as revised May 15, @01

1. The Host Club shall schedule and host a Pre-Cotigretneeting on the third or forth
Saturday in April. The meeting will be held in ttigy of the Host Club. The Host Club shall
preside over and bear the cost of this meeting.

2. The outgoing Host Club will transfer control of cemt records to next year's Host Club at
the close of the Pre Competition meeting, alondp wie transfer of all remaining records.
Revised by-laws incorporating any changes fronPteeCompetition meetings shall be
completed and sent out to all clubs within 30 dajylswing the Pre Competition meeting. If
possible, transfer to the new Host Club shall belibl¢ or e-mail to provide an electronic
document from which to continue.

3. Itis advisable for each member club to retaincare book of the minutes of each meeting;
however, the official records and minutes will baintained by Bing Wines.

4. All meetings shall be open. Only the Board of Suers shall have voice and vote.
Discussions on a motion will be limited to fifteemnutes and vote will be called at sixteen
minutes after motion is made.

5. The Host Club shall notify all other clubs of amdaall scheduled meetings a full four (4)
weeks prior to said meetings. Failure to do sbnegult in that meeting not being OKSSDA
sanctioned. Telephone or e-mail notices to pressder judging coordinators, followed by a
letter, shall be accepted as long as that callrori establishes a definite date and place.

6. Should the majority of member clubs deem it neagdsehave an emergency meeting, then
it shall be accepted by OKSSDA as good cause. Hds Club may use a conference call
vote of the delegates of each club in lieu of atinge

IV MEMBERSHIP IN THE ASSOCIATION

A. This Association is open to Swing dance clubs theét requirements apecified in the Articles
of Association.

B. Member clubs shall rotate the responsibility fostig the dance contests. Each Host Club will
inform the Association of the location and the dzftéhe contest at the Pre-Contest meeting.

1. THE SCHEDULED ROTATION is as follows:

2010...Swing Tulsa Style
2011..Oklahoma City Swing Dance Club
2012...River City Swing Club
2013...Wichita Dance Beat Club
2014...Tulsa Swing Club

2015... Sooner Dance Club

2. If any other club joins the OKLAHOMA / KANSAS STATEWING DANCE
ASSOCIATION, that club will be put at the bottomtbe scheduled rotation; all current
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participating clubs should have one (1) full terfthosting the State Contest before a new
club hosts. Any modifications in rotation mustdmproved by the club(s) whose scheduled
rotation is affected.

Any club which feels that they are not able to hbstState Contest will mail a statement to
that effect with the signatures of #lleir club's executive officers to each membeb afuthe
Association one (1) year in advance of the contesthich case responsibility shall fall to
the next club in the rotation schedule.

C. All clubs shall be members in good standing, albgléhe Articles of Association, and
participate in the events.

D. To Join the Association

1.

Any club desiring to join the OKSSDA shall delivterthe Association Chairperson the
following material, at least ninety (90) days priorthe next event, for which the Host Club
can call a Special Meeting:.

(a) A written request, signed by all club officers biecome a member of the OKSSDA.

(b) State they have studied the Articles of Associatarrihe OKSSDA and will abide by
them.

(c) A current copy of their State Charter and Bylavgmed by all club officers.

(d) State they will have total responsibility for comting an OKLAHOMA / KANSAS
STATE SWING DANCE ASSOCIATION event according tethcheduled rotation.

(e) A list of at least 25 current members to includdradses and phone numbers.

Only incorporated non-profit swing dance clubs witthe states of Oklahoma or Kansas
may be members of the OKSSDA.

At least one representative of the club that apgdiie membership must be present at the
meeting for application consideration.

The application must be approved by a two-third3)(hajority vote of the delegates present
as explained in Article 1ll, Paragraph E.

E. Clubs that do not come to the meetings of the OK&8Dard of Supervisors or do not support
the annual State Swing Dance Contest with eithetestants or judges shall, after the first year
of absence, be notified that if they are absemrtcarsd year, their membership shall be dropped
from the Association.

F. If a club is dropped from membership, they autooadty relinquish their position on the
calendar to host the OKSSDA Championship and thendar automatically moves up one slot.
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V OKLAHOMA / KANSAS STATE SWING DANCE CONTESTS

A. GENERAL

1.

The contest will be calledDKLAHOMA / KANSAS STATE SWING DANCE
CHAMPIONSHIP".

Contestants, judges and other officials must be peesnin good standing with their
respective clubs and subject to OKSSDA approvaleyTmust be qualified to participate
under the rules of the Association. Member clutzldurnish dancers and officials for these
functions.

To be eligible to compete in any OKSSDA contestoatestant must have their legal
residence in the state of the club for which tlattestant wishes to compete

The number of contestants will be limited to fodly ¢ouples or eight (8) individuals per
class of competition per club and one (1) teamyehtowever, the number of entries per
club for either Male or Female Non-Am/Am Strictlwiag will be limited to nine (9)
couples each or eighteen (18) individuals per &inte

An alternate couple will not be considered as cstatds unless replacing a withdrawn
couple in their class. Each club may submit oterahte couple per class. Any couple
dancing in the contest (contestant or alterndtall sompete for a trophy in their class.
Alternate couples' points will not be computedtfoe team trophy unless they compete.

Contests are to be held on a Friday/Saturday $amdlay, at the host club’s discretion) on
the first or second weekend in November. The @leting as Host has total responsibility
for the function, including scheduling of class quatition times. Notification by the Host
Club to the other OKSSDA member clubs of contdst siate, cost of motel rooms, cost of
admission, etc., shall be made at the pre-contesting.

Filming of the contest must be provided by the Hdistb, not to interfere with the judges,
contestants and audience.

Member Clubs shall submit their contestants' efairms, contestants’ weekend ticket
moneys, and a list of eligible judges, in writing,the Host Club, postmarked at least 30 days
prior to the contest. An exception to the 30-dag s provided for Strictly Swing contests
(see “F.1. Entry Deadline and Waivgr

Any competition other than a city sponsored contieeti(limited to clubs with city limits) is

of equal or higher rank than the OKLAHOMA / KANSAS ATE SWING DANCE
CHAMPIONSHIPS.
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10. PREJUDGING SEMINAR: A mandatory prejudging semifta contestants and judges
covering all categories of judging will be heldgrto the contest. All questions will be
discussed at this time.

11.Admission Age - All OKSSDA contests will remaingompliance with OKLAHOMA
STATE Statute Title 37, Section 590 (May 7, 198The Host Club will allow admission of
persons of any age to the site of the party andoedition as spectators. Any person creating
a disturbance may be asked to leave by the Ho&t Clhe Host Club will make the bar a
designated area.

12. A contest will be defined as an event consistingtdéast four or more couples in any class.
Individual trophies will be awarded if the Host Glalects to allow a class to dance with less
than four couples. In the case where less thandowples are allowed to dance in a class,
the winning couple(s) will not be required to maxe of that class, but their points and their
scores will be counted toward the OKSSDA trophy.

13.The Host Club must provide a variable speed CDgrlagmplifier and speakers that are
clearly audible to the contestants.

14.Host clubs must provide, for all heated contesimetitor bib numbers in sufficient
guantities to ensure each competitor will have igusidentifying number and safety pins.

15. Should the Host Club make an exception for the lideadbr the list of judges or dancers to
anyone or any club, then that exception shall lbersled to all dancers or clubs.

16. All non-Host Clubs must purchase eight (8) everkeis from the Host Club at the ticket
price established and announced by the Host Cliiiis purchase by cash or check is to be
made not later than the date of the Pre-Competitieating preceding each OKSSDA
Championship. Any association club not purchasiiregrequired 8 tickets a) will be
removed from their place on the schedule of rogatiost Clubs and placed at the bottom of
the rotation schedule following the Competitionatireg and b) will not be allowed to
compete or judge in the upcoming contest.

17.DANCE FLOOR: The floor shall be a continuous scefalean and dry, clear of
obstructions, additives, damaging props and heigltitrestricts freedom of movement. It is
suggested that the dance floor be a minimum ofClss@are feet.

18.PREVIOUS WINNER ANNOUNCEMENT: No previous winnes§any competition will
be announced or exhibitions presented prior tatmepetition if a competitor is entered in
the contest for that day.

19.BALLROOM: Itis suggested that the Ballroom be mimum of 5,000 square feet.

B. QUALIFICATIONS FOR CLASSES

1. GENERAL QUALIFICATIONS

(b) May represent only one dance club during the wegkand must be qualified by their
respective Club.

(d) Must be at least twelve (12) years of age.
(e) Must be a male leader and a female follower.

() Must dance as the same “Class” all weekend, asiethion the contest entry form. (see
attachment 3)

(g) May compete in multiple contests, but must havéfardnt partner for each contest.
(Jack & Jills’ exempted)

(h) Will not have their class status affected by conmgein or winning OKSSDA Jack & Jill
contests.

2. NEWCOMER CLASS
(a) This Class is for beginners or less experiencedeatarwho:
(b) Have not won any swing dance competitions at tage3ével or higher.
(c) Have not danced more than two (2) times in any dfggartner dance competition,
regardless of the number of couples in that classs specifically includes, but is not

limited to: swing, country and western, ballroonmgetitions, etc.

(d) Have not been a paid instructor in any form of @anc

3. NOVICE CLASS
(a) This Class is for less experienced dancers whaotigumlify as a Newcomer, who:

(b) Have not danced as an INTERMEDIATE, ADVANCED NOVICADVANCED,
OPEN, or PRO class dancer, or the equivalent ofofitiye preceding, in a competition
of equal or higher rank, regardless of the numibeoaples in the contest in which the
competitor danced.

(c) Have not been a full or part-time instructor eagnimore than $500 for the past two (2)
years.
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(d) Have not won or earned $500 or more in prizes sh eavards (trophies exempted),
during the past two (2) years from performing ompeting in any dance event.

4. INTERMEDIATE CLASS

(a) This Class is for dancers who do not qualify asAANCOMER or NOVICE, who:

(b) Have not competed as an Advanced, OPEN, or PR® dtacer, or the equivalent of
any of the preceding, in a competition of equahigher rank, regardless of the number
of couples in the contest in which the competitanakd.

5. ADVANCED CLASS

This Class for experienced dancers who do not iyuadi a NEWCOMER, NOVICE, or

(a) Has competed as an ADVANCED, OPEN, or PRO classataor the equivalent of any
of the preceding, in a competition of equal or leigtank, regardless of the number of

couples in the contest in which the competitor @anc

(b) Anyone may dance this class, but may no longerelaetow the Advanced level at
future OKSSDA contests.

6. OPEN CLASS

This class is an unused class. Dancers who prelyidanced as an OPEN dancer must
dance in the Advanced Class.

7. MASTERS

This Class is for dancers who are 40 years of @gelder, prior to the scheduled date of the
contest, AND who have a combined age with theitrgartotaling 100 years or more.

8. “Non-AM/AM” & “AM” IN “Non-AM/AM” CONTESTS
(Note for Clarification: The “Non-Am” replaces tHermer definition for Pro.)

The Female and Male Non-AM/AM contests are for gpeeienced dancer (the “NonAM”)
dancing with a less experienced dancer (the “AM)eng the couple meets the following
requirements:

() The “AM” must qualify as a NEWCOMER or NOVICE Cladancer

(b) The “AM” may not have placed first two (2) timesas “AM” in any of the Non-
AM/AM Contests or previous OKSSDA Pro-Am contests.

4. Non-AM/AM ROUTINE CONTEST
(Note for Clarification: This contest replaces tAm-Am Routine Contest.)

(a) Couples with one qualified NON-AM and one qualifidll may dance this contest.

(b) This contest may be danced in the Traditional ant€mporary style of dance.

(c) The First Place AM of this contest may dance thistest in future competitions, but
must compete with a different Non-AM. The Firsaéd AM of this contest is not
prohibited from dancing Non-AM/AM Strictly Swing i the same Non-AM.

(d) An AM who wins two (2) times in this contest mayt wompete in this contest again.

5. MASTERS ROUTINE CONTEST

(a) This contest may be danced in the Traditional ant€mporary style of dance.

(b) Competing in this contest does not affect the stafuhe dancers’ class in other contests.

(c) Winning this contest does not affect eligibility fmture entries in this contest.

6. NEWCOMER STRICTLY SWING CONTEST
(a) Any dancer who qualifies as NEWCOMER may dancedbigest.

(b) This contest will be danced in the Strictly Swirtges of dance.

(c) First place winners of this contest may dancedbrgest in future competitions, but must
compete with a different partner.

(d) Any dancer who has placed first in the Newcomeic®BgrSwing (or equivalent)

compete with a different partner.

(d) Any dancer who has placed first in the Novice 3iriBwing (or equivalent) OKSSDA
contest, or in any other Novice Strictly Swing @asitat an event of equal or higher rank
may not compete with that same partner in thisesint

(e) Dancers who have placed First in this contest andgparate occasions may no longer
compete in this contest.

8. MALE & FEMALE “Non-AM/AM” STRICTLY SWING CONTESTS
(Note for Clarification: These contests replace Male and Female Pro-Am Strictly Swing
Contests.)

(a) Couples with one qualified AM and one qualified ne@nce this contest. Non-Ams
may dance with a maximum of 4 ams. (Each clumgéid to 9 couples total.)

(b) This contest will be danced in the Strictly Swirtgl& of dance.

(c) Competing in this contest does not affect the stafuhe AM’s class.

(d) The First Place AM of this contest may dance thistest in future competitions, but
must compete with a different NonAM. The Firstd&aM of this contest is not
prohibited from dancing the Non-AM routine conteh the same Non-AM.

(e) An AM who wins 2 times in this contest may not catgin this contest again as an AM.

(N The First Place Non-AM of this contest may dange tbntest in future competitions,
but must compete with a different AM.

9. INTERMEDIATE/ADVANCED STRICTLY SWING CONTEST

(&) Any dancer who qualifies as INTERMEDIATE, ADVANCE®@ OPEN class may enter
this contest.

(b) This contest will be danced in the Strictly Swirtges of dance.

(c) Intermediate Dancers who place first in this contesst compete in this contest in the
future as an Advanced dancer.

(d) Any dancer who has placed first in the Intermedhdganced Strictly Swing (or
equivalent) OKSSDA contest, or in any other Intedrate or Advanced Strictly Swing
contest at an event of equal or higher rank mayawotpete with that same partner in this
contest.
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10.MASTERS STRICTLY SWING CONTEST
(a) This contest will be danced in the Strictly Swirges of dance.
(b) Competing in this contest does not affect the stafithe dancers’ class in other contests.
(c) Winning this contest does not affect eligibility filuture entries in this contest.
11. TEAMS CONTEST
(&) Swing Content: Minimum of 2-1/2 minutes

(b) Limitations & Allowances: All “tricks” must be cadered safe for all dancers involved.
A team must have a minimum of four (4) couples.

(c) Costumes: Costumes should be worn.

(d) Choreography: Choreographed routines are required.

(e) Time: Maximum of five (5) minutes from introductido exit.

() Music: Teams must provide their own music
12.NEWCOMER/NOVICE JACK & JILL CONTEST

(a) Any dancer who qualifies as NEWCOMER or NOVICE ntaynpete in this contest.

(b) This contest will be danced in the Jack & Jill stgf dance.

(c) Competing in or winning this contest does not dfthe status of the dancers’ class.
13.INTERMEDIATE/ADVANCED JACK & JILL CONTEST

(a) Any dancer who qualifies as an INTERMEDIATE NOVI@EADVANCED class
dancer may compete in this contest.

(b) This contest will be danced in the Jack & Jill stgf dance.
(c) Competing in or winning this contest does not dffhe status of the dancers’ class.

D. COMPETITION STYLES

1. TRADITIONAL

(a) Swing ContentTraditional routines must be 100% “Swing Contént.
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(b) Limitations & Allowances“Apart Dancing” is not permitted. Lifts, dropasnd aerials
are not allowed. “Leveraged moves” are permittedops are permitted, but contestants
may not have third party assistance.

(c) Costumes“Costumes” are not allowed, but dramatic, tastdéunce clothing or
complementary oultfits suitable for social dancing@&cceptable.

(d) ChoreographyChoreographed routines are allowed.

(e) Time: Contestants will dance for a minimum of two (2phates and a maximum of three
(3) minutes.

() Music. Contestants must provide their own music.
2. PROGRESSIVE
(a) Swing ContentProgressive routines must be 80% “Swing Content.”
(b) Limitations & Allowances Aerials are not allowed. Up to 3 lifts and dr@s permitted.
Entrances of up to 15 seconds with “Apart Danciagf allowed. Side-by-side steps in

which the partners remain in contact are allowedp® are permitted, but contestants
may not have third party assistance.

(c) Costumes“Costumes” may be worn, but are not required.
(d) ChoreographyChoreographed routines are preferred.

(e) Time: Contestants will dance for a minimum of two (2phates and a maximum of three
(3) minutes.

() Music: Contestants must provide their own music.
3. CONTEMPORARY
(a) Swing ContentContemporary routines must be 75% “Swing Content.
(b) Limitations & Allowances“Apart Dancing,” “Partner Weight Support Movesic

“Aerials” are allowed. Props are permitted, buttestants may not have third party
assistance.

(c) Costumes“Costumes” may be worn, but are not required.
(d) ChoreographyChoreographed routines are preferred.

(e) Time: Contestants will dance for a minimum of two (dphaotes and a maximum of three
(3) minutes.

() Music: Contestants must provide their own music.

4. STRICTLY SWING

(a) Swing ContentStrictly Swing is a social dance contest and nbest00% “Swing
Content.”

(b) Limitations & Allowances“Apart Dancing” is not permitted. “Partner Wetdgbupport
Moves” are not allowed. Props are not permitteégveraged moves or leans” are
allowed. In the Intermediate/Advanced ahah-Am/Am Strictly Swing Contests,
Partner weight support moves are permitted, but dahcers must keep at least one foot
on the floor at all times.

(c) Costumes“Costumes” are not allowed, but dramatic, tastéance clothing or
complementary outfits suitable for social dancing @&cceptable.

(d) Choreography “Prearranged Choreography” is not allowed anitilvaé penalized at the
discretion of the judges.

(e) Time: Contestants dancing in the spotlight formaitaance 1-1/2 — 2 minutes.
Contestants dancing in the heated format will déhee2-1/2 minutes.

() Music: Contestants will use draw music, which is to bevled by the Host Club. The
Host Club shall choose these dance songs front af live (5) slow and five (5) fast
songs submitted by each Club each year. Theses&ougic must be submitted at the
pre-competition meetingThe dancers will be permitted to draw their mdgin one of
two speed ranges: 100 -115 or 116 -130 BPM. Ctartesdancing in the heated format
will dance to 110 - 120 BPM.

(g) Format: Strictly Swing couples will dance in either a gigit format or a heated format
of no more than four (4) couples per heat, at teerdtion of the host Club.

5. JACK & JILL
(a) The Jack & Jill Contests are optional, at the d@son of the Host Club.

(b) Competing or winning a@KSSDA Jack & Jill contest does not affect the statuthef
dancer’s class.

(c) The following are suggested guidelines:

(i) Jack and Jill competitions are social dance com@sti must be 100% Swing
Content.

(i) Each Jack & Jill contest will be limited to thestitwenty (20) men (leaders) and
women (followers) to sign-up for the contest.
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(i) Contestants will draw for partners. Luck-dfe-draw prevails.

(iv) Eliminations will be done in heats of five (5) coem

(v) Five couples will advance to the finals.

(vi) Each couple will be allowed to dance an equal armotiime of 1-1/2 to 2 minutes.

(vii)  If the Host Club chooses to hold both Newcomer/Mevack & Jill and an
Intermediate/Advanced Jack and Jill contests, darsteould qualify under the
suggested qualifications for each class.

(d) Music: Contestants will dance to the music providgdhe Host Club. The Host Club
shall choose these dance songs from a list of(yslow and five (5) fast songs
submitted by each Club each year. These songsimusst be submitted at the pre-

competition meeting. Contestants dancing in tle& dad Jill format will dance to 100-
130 BPM.

E. DEFINITIONS

1. Swing Content The portion of dancing composed of recognizaktgng moves or patterns,
as determined by the judges’ discretion. Aparcday lifts, drops, aerials, and other non-
swing moves, originating from non-Swing patternl mot be considered as a portion of the
required swing content.

2. Partner Weight Support Movestoves in which one partner supports a portiorhefdther
partner's weight, in a manner that could not bepsuied alone. Includes: lifts, aerials,
drops, drop-slides, layovers, and splits.

(a) Lift: A partner weight support move with one partner&gsght supported by the other
partner, with both feet off the ground.

(b) Aerial: Any lift where dancers break connection in the ai

(c) Drop: partner weight support move with the partner'acbelow the waist. (layovers,
slides or splits with head below the waist are meTed a drop).

(e) Late entries are generally not allowed, but mapdmepted at the discretion of the Host
Club. Late entries must be submitted by only thé cepresentative and/or
representatives to the host club. Late entries]aofved by the Host Club will dance first
in the reverse order of entry, will be excludedirthe draw, and will pay a $10 per
person late fee. Exception: Late entry cut-offRmutine Contests will be no later than 30
days prior to the event, without exception.

Each couple, or their respective club represergativust draw for their position.

(d) Couples not represented at the drawing will beditified.

(e) Contestants will be held responsible to know whesh\@here the dancer’s meeting will
be held.

4. MUSIC

(a) Contestant music must be provided on CD and musbbgatible to the sound system
provided.

(b) Contestant music must have specific written insgions attached to their CD.

(c) The DJ will begin CDs at the beginning of the soaguested. NO special queuing will
be allowed.

(d) Contestants are responsible to pick up their owsieu

(e) Pre-scheduled “floor tryouts” must allow all rowginontestants the opportunity to check
the music on the event sound system and make a®gsery volume and speed
adjustments, as well as a minimum of one full duretigh of their routine on the
competition floor.

5. CONTEST CHECK-IN: Competitors are responsible édrbattendance prior to the
scheduled time for.the contest. If a couple idydor their place in the dance rotation, but
appear before the end of their class, that coupldéosfeit one placement in their final
placement

6. CONDUCT: Judging will be done during the coupléance presentation, but may be
influenced by a couple’s actions during the ertiiree they are on the floor. Therefore,
good conduct should be maintained at all timesspdrntismanlike conduct or harassment by
contestants of officials or other competitors Wil cause for disqualification. If a couple is
disqualified, their scores will not be counted tosvthe OKSSDA trophy.
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7. PROBLEMS ON THE COMPETITION FLOOR:

(a) If mechanical, clothing, injuries or other probleotur during a routine, the dancers
may stop and make the problem known. They wilussg judgment from the Club
representative and, if granted, the couple willtdtee dance over as if nothing happened.
If the judgment is not granted, the couple hastlostopportunity to dance, and the scores
are noted accordingly.

(b) When a couple walks off the floor without finishirthe performance will be considered
incomplete.

(c) An error is not a reason to start again. Eachlprolis judged differently depending
upon the nature of the problem.

(d) If a violation is filed against a couple, the cauplill be notified immediately and may
choose to file a grievance through the Club Remtesige. If a grievance is filed, the
Club Representative may take the decision of ttggs or review the tape and ask for a
vote of the available Club Representatives.

(e) Grievances must be submitted to the club represeataithin thirty (30) minutes after
the final couple has danced in their class.

Additionally, judges for
heated contests with more than 2 couples, must &ideast 2 years of judging
experience. They may not be contestants in the deisg judged.

6. All judges' names and relative placement will beptiyed, by couple, for each class of the
competition.The relative placement will be displayed in an oped easily accessible area
after all of the contestant awards have been ptederPosted final results MUST include
first and last names of both contestants & the @ubvhich each competitor danced.
Relative placement may be displayed after the asvianda class of competition have been
presented. However, the judges' names may notspéagled until after the awards for all
categories of the competition have been presented.

7. All scores will be subsequently reviewed, to idgninappropriate judging and to make
recommendations at the pre-competition meetinglionination of those judges who should
not judge again without further extensive trainargl/or re-certification.

8. All ties shall be broken using the tie ordinal ltieeaking process (see Attachment 1).

9. Scoring in the competition will be based upon a bhanng system which ranges from 10.0
through 100.0.

Regarding
contests where officials are directly involved a3udge, Club Rep or Tally Room staff, the
following behaviors are considered inappropriatel amay be cause for a temporary or
permanent dismissal by a 2/3 vote of club reprediets at either the dance event or a pre-
comp meeting: publicly voicing bias toward or agaircompetitors during the event;
discussing contest scores with competitors, spastar other judges before awards; offering
unsolicited advice or detailed comments to comgestjtharassing other judges about their
scores; unsolicited promotion of private or clulsslens to contestants from other clubs,
smoking, drinking (or being intoxicated) while judg or acting as a club representative
during the event, or causing a delay of contestutjn disruption or by not being present on
time.
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11.Judges that have judged for the last three (3)syaas presumptively certified regardless of
whether they attend a judging seminar or not, assyithey have not been decertified by the
de-certification process.

. CLUB REPRESENTATIVES (Overseer)

1. Each club will appoint a club representative piiorthe competition to act in its behalf
during the contest.

2. The host club will appoint a Contest Overseer, vamall be responsible for club and
competitor compliance of rules, as well as overgg@idges, floor coordinators, contestants
and the scoring room. The overseer may not juddé@r

3. Club representatives will be present in the tatlgm and are responsible for overseeing the
tallying of all judges' scores, filing grievances their own club’'s behalf, and overseeing the
judges' scores. All club representatives must lettended a Tally Room Procedures and
Scoring System Rules (Appendix A) seminar each yedess permanently certified. To
participate in tally room calculations you must ppermanently certified. A Tally Room
Procedure and Scoring System Seminar will be helddnjunction with the OKSSDA
Judging seminars (V, G, 3).

4. Club representatives will be held responsible tainecopies of all scores, to be graphed and
evaluated at a later date. Any inconsistenciesheilpresented to the Board of Supervisors
for appropriate action at the meeting following tdoenpetition.

5. Club representatives may not be a judge or a ctameis the clasbeing judged.

6. Club representatives will verify timekeepers' diexis in cases of dispute.

7. Club reps that pass with 100% on a written examtdtly shall be permanently certified.
However, judging re-certification shall be necegsanless qualified pursuant to V, G, 10

8. Full judging results (with full disclosure by judgeill be distributed to all clubs by e-mail or
mail within ten (10) days after the event. Mocklge results must also be provided to the
clubs who provide mock judge(s).

After verification, the
head judge will report their findings to the Hosukchairperson for disposition. The couple
should be notified immediately so that, if they kvithey may file a grievance. If a grievance
is filed, the club representatives may take thesit@t of the judges or review the tape. If a
time violation has occurred, the couple will beegiva score of "zero" (0).

J. AWARDS AND TROPHIES

1. TROPHIES

(a) Trophies will be awarded to each of the first feaouples and teams — two (2) trophies
per couple and one (1) trophy per team, in eacliestn In the event a contest has less
than four couples, then the number of trophies de@dmay be reduced by the Host
Club. ForNon-Am/AM Contests, only the AM is awarded a trophy.

(b) Trophies will be awarded to the first place coupléhe JACK AND JILL CLASS.

(c) No trophies will be awarded and no scores will lested prior to the end of all the
contests on each day of competition. Trophies &aris — One (1) trophy per team.

2. OKSSDA TROPHY

(a) A trophy/plague will be awarded to the club wittetmost points in all contests (Jack
and Jill excluded) compiled by totaling all RetatPlacement entries as:
1st - 5 points, 2nd - 4 points, 3rd - 3rej and 4th - 2 points.
All participating entries will be counted as ong fbint each. All Non-Am/AM Strictly
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Swing Contestestants will be awarded one-half thietp previously defined.

(b) A tie will be broken by finding which of the two)®&r more clubs had the most 1st place
placements; or in the event of a tie, the most#ade placements, etc.

TALLY ROOM SELECTION AND CONDUCT

1. The Tally Room Procedures and Scoring SysterafRattached hereto as Appendix A are made part of
these OKSSDA Articles of Association.

2. Tally Room Representatives: Each club will @ppa tally room representative prior to the cortpmt to
act in their behalf in tabulating the scores oft¢batestants. This person must be a certifieg tathm
representative.

a. Tally room representatives must not be a judgeamntestant in the competition at hand.

b. Tally room representatives have a right to &ajl judge into the tally room for the purpose diag
questions related to his/her scores without reqgisi majority consent of the tally room
representatives.

c. Tally room representatives may file a grievaogeny unjust scores.

d. Anyone revealing information from the tally rogmor to the announcement of the results will be
prohibited from being a tally room representatived minimum of two (2) years.

3. Tally room personnel certification requirement$e certification tests must include the follogin
i. Tally Room Procedures.
i. Relative placement calculations.
iii. Determination and application of penalty points.

iv. Application of Scoring System Rules to a contesttaining five (5) judges and a minimum of ten
(10) couples.

v. Scrutiny of relative placements.
The purposes of the Tally Room are:
1. Tabulation of dancers' scores
2. Application of the Scoring System Rules to theakrs' scores

Overseer and Tally Room Representatives

Overseer

The host club should provide the Overseer. Theas&es is the person that watches the judges to surkethat
they are doing their duty, and could recommendadtjatige's scores be eliminated for misconduetrfot paying
attention to the dancers, talking, etc.). The Geer watches the judges, collects the scores,\srdees the final
tabulation of the scores in the Tally Room. Thefeer is also responsible for timing entrancesamadlt dancing
of the couples as defined in the contest rules.

Tally Room Representative

Each club in the Association may participate inTlaly Room process by providing a certified TaRgom
Representative. The club may provide a Tally Ré&tepresentative even if they do not have any daricehe
contest. A club is allowed to have different Tdlgom Representatives for the various contestsveider, the
Tally Room Representative must not have danceddydgd in the contest that they are representifgs T
specifically allows Tally Room Representatives émck in other contests or to judge other conteslsrg as it is
not the contest in which they are serving as TRlbpm Representative.

In the case of a couple risking disqualificationnfr the contest, at the Tally Room Representatregsiest, they
may be allowed to speak in their own behalf befigimg disqualified.

Judges in the Tally Room

At the request of the Tally Room Representativgsdge may be permitted in the Tally Room to ansguerstions

of a technical nature that do not relate to thdityuaf his/her scores. For example, the judge feyble to answer

ally Room.

Confidentiality of Tally Room Results

The Overseer and all Tally Room Representativesrsgin the Tally Room have an obligation to hdie results
confidential until after the awards ceremony.
